5.2 Year end Progress Report

Ms. Wieczoreck reported that the DE 8 project was not complete, but all funds were spent. The draft final report would be
published soon, and one more public outreach meeting would be held. Ms. Townshend asked if a report could be made on
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October 23 to the City Council Safety Advisory and Transportation Committee; Ms. Wieczoreck noted a conflict with the
next PAC meeting, but said that she would try to work that out with the PAC Chair. Ms. Wieczoreck also noted that the
MPO is still spending 07 money.

6. ACTION ITEM: Proposed Update of Population Estimates for the Dover/Kent County MPO Region - J.
Wieczoreck

Ms. Wieczoreck reviewed the process of updating the population estimates, noting that the MPO worked with Mr. Edgell’s
office, the County and Mr. Ed Ratledge at the University of Delaware. The new figures are supposed to be finalized on
October 23, 2007 at the next Population Consortium meeting. It is now part of the process to update these figures yearly; in
the past it was only done as requested. Ms. Wieczoreck asked the TAC to form a subcommittee with the expertise to
evaluate this information to work directly with the University and State Planning. The new numbers will be recommended
to Council in November or January for adoption. Ms. Wieczoreck also reported that MPO staff worked with Ms. Geier, Mr.
Norris of Milford and Mr. Kautz of Sussex County on the Sussex County portions of Milford. She asked that two motions
be made; one to form the subcommittee and one to approve Milford’s Sussex numbers for the D/KC MPO region.

MOTION By Mr. Lombard to create a subcommittee to work on population estimates. Seconded by Ms.
Townshend. Motion carried.

Mr. Koenig recommended Jannelle Cornwell from the City of Dover for the subcommittee. Ms. Wieczoreck asked for
representatives from Smyrna, Kent County and Dover for the subcommittee, and invited recommendations for others.

MOTION By Mr. Wheeler to recommend Council approve Milford’s Sussex County numbers for the D/KC MPO
region. Seconded by Mr. Glaze. Motion carried.

7. ACTION ITEM: Proposed Amendment to the FY 2008 Unified Planning Work Program — J. Wieczoreck
Ms. Wieczoreck reviewed the four changes being proposed to the UPWP:

e Project 07-09, Kent County Comprehensive Plan assistance — moved forward to 08-09 with additional funds.

e Anincrease in funds for the Work Program Administration due to potential move of office

e Increase in funds for the D/KC MPO GIS to fund a Travel Summary report that was originally funded in FY 2007.
e Assistance to local governments — increase funding.

The increase in funds will be covered by a combination of unused State FY07 monies and unused federal FY07 funds.

MOTION By Mr. Lombard to recommend Council approve the amendment to the 08 UPWP. Seconded by Mr.
Wheeler.

Before voting, Mr. Koenig asked if a new lease would be required for the office; Ms. Wieczoreck reported that the
MPO would work that out with the management office. Mr. Riley asked how much space was being considered,;
Ms. Wieczoreck said that the MPO would be expanding from about 1500 SF to 2000 SF.
Motion carried.
8. PRESENTATION: Transportation Enhancement Program — J. Niezgoda, M. Andaya, DelDOT
Mr. Niezgoda presented a summary of the Transportation Enhancement Program (TEP) and an update of the 47 active
projects. He explained that TEP projects are non-traditional projects that the Department of Transportation would not
normally do. He also noted that Delaware is unigque in how TEP projects are funded and managed, in that many states do
not add any funds to the federal money allotted for these projects.

9. PRESENTATION: Pedestrian Action Plan — B. Geier, DelDOT

Ms. Geier introduced Anthony Aglio and Steve Bayer of her staff. She then gave a presentation outlining the history behind
the Pedestrian Action Plan. The presentation outlined the elements of Phase One, Policy Analysis. DelDOT is currently
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developing Phase Two, the Action Plan. Phase Three will be implementation, and is planned from January — December
2008.

10. Member Agency Reports:
City of Dover / Planning - Mr. Koenig reported that the City will soon be starting its Comprehensive Plan
Update. The work at Eden Hill will begin the Saulsbury Road extension soon.
Public Works

Soil Conservation — Mr. Riley reported that stormwater Level of Service analyses will be done for each
county.

TMA DE - Ms. Doordan noted that she has only been with TMA for two weeks, has no report at this time.

State of Delaware: DelDOT Planning — Mr. Glaze reported that DelDOT anticipates a final public workshop for
the Kenton Road study in early November. The new SIP budget is coming up short on VOCs — DelDOT is updating the
model.

DTC - Ms. Smith reported service changes on December 3, 2007. Grantees are being selected for the new CHSTP
funding; Generations has been selected to receive the New Freedom Funds.

DNREC - Mr. Wheeler reported that DNREC has not received an adequacy determination from the EPA; there is
a two-year grace period. The Philadelphia non-attainment area may be redesignated as severe because of New Jersey.
DNREC is working on the PM SIP, and the ozone standard is being re-visited.

Agriculture - NO REPORT

Statewide Planning — Mr. Edgell reported that the office is working on two county comp plan updates, and a
group of municipal plans will be due for updating soon.

DEDO - Ms. Keegan reported that DEDO is working on updating its website; they will be incorporating maps
with transportation information. They have contracted with Loopnet, which is a property search engine. It is expected that
this will help businesses search for properties.
