Comment period opens on TIP amendments
Extension of Dover’s Clarence Street proposed
CAMDEN -- The Dover/Kent County Metropolitan Planning Organization is looking for public input on proposed changes to its Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for fiscal years 2012-2015.
Changes to the TIP warrant a minimum 30-day public review and comment period, which is in effect from Aug. 1 to Aug. 31, 2012.
The project that warrants the TIP amendment is a 750-foot extension of Clarence Street in Dover, which would connect the road to Forest Street near downtown Dover. Clarence Street, which is in western Dover, now ends at Slaughter Street. This proposed $1.4 million improvement is in the Strategic Development Plan for the City of Dover’s West Side (August 2000), and has been the focus of other studies.

The purpose of the Clarence Street Extension Project is to improve the efficiency of the downtown transportation system. Traffic congestion could be alleviated by the creation of a north-south connector that would extend the road grid system. Extending the road also could improve access to the transit, bicycle and pedestrian network and enhance sustainability and livability of the surrounding residential, mixed-use and commercial neighborhoods.

Boundaries of this project area are West North Street to the south, Forest Street to the north, and Cherry Street to the west. The eastern boundary is a line running approximately 230 feet east of, and roughly parallel to, Clarence Street. Properties are predominantly commercial and industrial north and east of Clarence Street, while properties west of Clarence Street are residential.
